Walsh and Belt moved and seconded approving the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 08-320, approving Capital Lease Payments for Fiscal Year 2008 – 2009 and appropriating funds. Belt and Walsh moved and seconded the approval of Resolution 08-320. Unanimous.

Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 08-321, approving Debt Certification Forms, Appropriating Funds and Directing Filing of Certifications to the County Auditor for the Bart’s Motel Urban Renewal Area.  Belt and Branigan moved and seconded approval of Resolution 08-321.  Unanimous.

Belt and Bates moved and seconded approval of Resolution 08-312, authorizing a joint application to the Iowa Department of Economic Development by the Council Bluffs Enterprise Zone Commission and BP Quality Homes, LLC for Enterprise Zone benefits.  Voice Vote:  4 Aye, 1 Nay (Branigan).
Walsh and Bates moved and seconded approval of Resolution 08-326, granting preliminary plan approval for a three-lot subdivision to be known as Orchard Village.  The following spoke regarding the issue, Karla Lemaster with Dial Land Purchasing, 11506 Nicholas Street, Omaha.  Bates moved to receive and file map distributed by Ms. Lemaster, seconded by Walsh.  Unanimous.  Deborah Petersen, 215 South Main Street, representing the property owner.  Walsh and Bates moved and seconded an amendment changing the grading slope to 3-1 and to limit the access roads to State Orchard Road and Greenview Road.  Marie Larchick, 125 Glen Oaks Drive; Larry Hagwood, 9749 South 175th Circle; Glenn Smith, 615 Redwood Drive; Tyler O’Brien, 729 Redwood Drive; and Roger Harvey, 20914 Greenview Road.  Voice Vote:  3 Aye, 2 Nay (Branigan, Schultz).  Vote on original motion as amended.  4 Aye, 1 Nay (Branigan).

Belt and Bates moved and seconded approval of Resolution 08-327, approving a Planned Residential Development Plan for Orchard Village Subdivision.  Voice Vote:  4 Aye, 1 Nay (Branigan).

Belt and Branigan moved and seconded approval of Resolution 08-328, authorizing the Mayor to execute a Letter of Intent to the City Finance Committee in regards to a state-wide Internet Reporting System.       Unanimous.
