Belt and Branigan moved and seconded the approval of the consent agenda.  Unanimous.    
Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-228, to vacate and to dispose of the west north/south alley in Block 58, Riddles Subdivision. Walsh and Belt moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-228.  Unanimous.
Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-229, Walsh and Belt moved and seconded postponement of Resolution 09-229 until November 9, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., regarding the disposition of four single family residential lots for the Katelman Redevelopment Project legally described as Lots 10-13, Block 58, Riddles Subdivision.   Unanimous.
Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-230, Bates and Schultz moved and seconded, concurrence with the Community Development’s recommendation to deny the vacation and disposal of the remainder of the east/west alley in Block 13, Ferry Addition which abuts Lots 11 – 20.  Unanimous.  Heard from Mike Richards,             64 Bellevue Drive.
Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-231, approving the Plans, Specifications, Form of Contract for the Mid-City Trail System.  Belt and Bates moved and seconded approved of Resolution 09-231.  Unanimous.
Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-232, approving the Plans, Specifications, Form of Contract and Cost Estimate for the Wastewater Disinfection Ultra-Violet Light Equipment Procurement, FY10-05E-1. Belt and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-232.  Unanimous.

Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-233, approving the Plans, Specifications, Form of Contract and Cost Estimate for the Stormwater Relief Wells, FY10-04B.  Belt and Schultz moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-233.  
4 Ayes; 1 Nay (Walsh).
Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-234, Belt and Walsh moved and seconded the postponement of the Public Hearing until August 24, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., regarding Resolution 09-234, and the assessment of costs for securing certain buildings within the City of Council Bluffs, Iowa.   Unanimous.

Held Public Hearing regarding Resolution 09-235, approving voluntary annexation with owners in opposition of approximately 1,058 acres, extending east from the current city limits between Steven Road and Cedar Lane through Airport Authority land lying east of Eastern Hills Drive right-of-way. Branigan and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-235.  Heard from the following against the annexation; Aaron Cooper, 21555 Cedar Lane, June Crouse, 22465 Three Bridge Road, Patti McAtee, 22465 Three Bridge Road.  Walsh mentioned out of twenty affected parcels, eleven of them were in favor of the annexation.   The following spoke in favor of the annexation.  Bill McGinn, 2817 MacIneery Drive, Airport Authority Chairman and Roland Lynch, 216 Bluff Street.  Voice Vote:  5 Ayes (Bates, Belt, Branigan, Schultz, Walsh).
Held Public Hearing regarding Ordinance Nos. 5766 and 5859, providing that general property taxes levied and collected each year on all property located within the Amended Playland Park Urban Renewal Project Area, in the City of Council Bluffs, County of Pottawattamie, State of Iowa, by and for the benefit of the State of Iowa, City of Council Bluffs, County of Pottawattamie, Council Bluffs Community School District, and other Taxing Districts, be paid to a special fund for payment of principal and interest on loans, monies advanced to and indebtedness, including bonds issued or to be issued, incurred by the City in connection with the Amended Playland Park Urban Renewal Redevelopment Project including the Urban Renewal Transcript and County Recorder’s Certificates.  Walsh and Branigan moved and seconded approval of Ordinance 6037.  Unanimous.

Held Public Hearing regarding Ordinance 6038, amending the zoning map as adopted by reference in Section 15.02.040, by changing the district designation of certain grounds, premises and property located at 3506 2nd Avenue and 3510 2nd Avenue from C-2/Commercial to R-3/Low Density Multi-Family Residential, as set forth and defined in Chapters 15.15 and 15.10.  Belt and Bates moved and seconded approval of Ordinance 6038.  Unanimous.

Held Public Hearing regarding Ordinance 6039, amending Chapter 15.03 “Definitions” by amending 15.03.271 “Family Home”.  Belt and Schultz moved and seconded approval of Ordinance 6039.  Unanimous.

Walsh and Belt moved and seconded approval of Ordinance 6041, amending Chapter 3.21 “Urban Deer Management Program” by amending Section 4.21.020 “Hunting regulations”, to include areas designated as R1, R2 and R3, on private property totaling three (3) acres or more; and by enacting a new Section 4.21.025 “Feeding prohibited”.  Bates indicated he was not in favor of a feeding ban.  4 Ayes; 1 Nay (Bates).  
Branigan and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Ordinance 6036, amending Chapter 9.16 “Signs and Signals” by amending Section 9.16.055 “Automated Red Light Enforcement” to amend the fine to the current schedule fine, including all surcharges and costs, as set by the Iowa Code.  3 Ayes; 2 Nays (Belt, Schultz).
Bates and Belt moved and seconded approval of Ordinance 6040, to amend Chapter 3.08 “Beer and Liquor Control” by amending Section 3.08.045 “Exceptions to Section 3.08.040(5)”, to include areas zoned a C-3, and to allow amplified music between the hours of 12:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m.  Discussion was held concerning an amendment to the Ordinance; Bates moved and Belt seconded to amend the Ordinance, by requiring 50% sales from items to be consumed on-premise, no amplified music shall be permitted in such area between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.  Amplified music will be permitted in such areas between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m., so long as it complies with sound levels specified in Section 4.50.080(8).  Special sound variances pursuant to Section 4.50.080(7.2) may be granted.  If any outdoor dining facility is convicted of violating Chapter 4.50 three times in a twelve (12) month period, the service of alcoholic beverages in such area shall be suspended for a 12 month period.  4 Ayes; 1 Nay (Schultz).  Ordinance as amended, 4 Ayes; 1 Nay (Schultz).
Belt and Bates moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-219, authorizing the Mayor to execute an agreement with the IDOT for the 29th Avenue Sanitary Sewer Relocation Project; IDOT Agreement No. U-2009-11238 designated as IDOT Project No. IMN-029-3-(65)54-OE-78(ROW) and Project No. IM-029-9(67)52-13-78, FY10-06A.  Unanimous.
Belt and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-236, authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute an agreement with Judd’s Bros. Construction Company, for River’s Edge Site Grading and Storm Sewer Outfall Improvements.  Unanimous.  Walsh noted there was one qualified pipe joint allowed for this project; Belt added the Corp of Engineers verified the pipe joint to be used.  Unanimous.
Belt and Branigan moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-237, authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute an agreement with the Iowa Department of Transportation for Project No. MP-192-4(704)-76-78 in connection with the resurfacing of South 6th and South 7th Streets.  Unanimous.

Belt and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-238, of the City Council of the City of Council Bluffs authorizing a joint application to the Iowa Department of Economic Development (IDED) by the Council Bluffs Enterprise Zone Commission and Western Iowa Land Development LLC, for Enterprise Zone Benefits, regarding Lots 38, 39, 41, and 43 in Zaiger Addition.  Unanimous.
Belt and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-239, of the City Council of the City of Council Bluffs authorizing a joint application to the Iowa Department of Economic Development (IDED) by the Council Bluffs Enterprise Zone Commission and Western Iowa Land Development LLC, for Enterprise Zone Benefits for Lots 51, 52, 69, and 85, Zaiger Addition.  Unanimous.

Belt and Branigan moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-240, amending the use of B-09 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funds and directing the Mayor to submit an Amended Annual Plan to U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  Unanimous.
Belt and Walsh moved and seconded approval Resolution 09-241, approving the use of 2010 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Home Investment Partnership (HOME) Program Funds and directing the Mayor to submit the Annual Plan to the City of Omaha and the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).   Unanimous.

Belt and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-242, authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute a Programmatic Agreement with the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Iowa State Historic Preservations Officer (SHPO) for the Indian Creek Channel Historic District.  Unanimous.
Bates and Walsh moved and seconded approval Resolution 09-243, appointing Marcia L. Worden to the position of City Clerk.  4 Ayes: 1 Nay (Branigan).
Bates and Walsh moved and seconded approval of Resolution 09-244, authorizing the Mayor to sign and submit a grant application to the Iowa Office of Energy Independence for the State Energy Program Grant.  Unanimous.
Walsh and Belt moved and seconded approval of Receive & File Item 8A. Five (5) Notices of Claim.  Unanimous.
Belt and Branigan moved and seconded approval of the Liquor License Renewal Applications for Item 9A. (1) Fox Run Golf Course, 3001 MacIneery Drive; 9A (2) LaRosita, 2040 West Broadway and two (2) Cigarette Permit Applications for Item 9B (1) Goldmine Bar & Grill, 1601 Harry Langdon Boulevard; Item 9B (2) Quarthouse Lounge, 107 Pearl Street.  Unanimous.
Heard from Patti McAtee, 22465 Three Bridge Road, regarding the Council Bluffs Airport Authority.  Mayor Hanafan referred Ms. McAtee to Bill McGinn, Airport Authority Chairman.
Also heard from Dave Milner, 3414 2nd Avenue, regarding an alley vacation.

Schultz and Belt moved and seconded adjournment at 7:58 p.m.  Unanimous.
